STAGEPAS Editor is application software that lets you remotely control the STAGEPAS 1K from a mobile device
such as your smartphone or tablet via Bluetooth®. STAGEPAS Editor lets you adjust the parameters and monitor
the meters and indicators on the STAGEPAS 1K. A music player function is also provided, with a "Cued Mode"
function (stand by at the beginning of the song) that’s convenient for singer-instrumentalists.

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2. Controlling the unit from STAGEPAS Editor

2. Controlling the unit from STAGEPAS Editor
2.1. Connecting STAGEPAS Editor

1. Turn on the power of the STAGEPAS 1K.

2. Turn on the Bluetooth® function of your mobile device.

3. Hold down the STAGEPAS 1K’s [BLUETOOTH/CONTROL MODE] switch for about one second.
The [BLUETOOTH/CONTROL MODE] LED will flash slowly, indicating that the unit is ready for connection.

4. On the mobile device, tap the STAGEPAS Editor icon to start it.

+ If the Location Permissions for the STAGEPAS Editor are not turned on, your app may not be able to
discover the STAGEPAS 1K. Turn ON the Location Permissions for your device and app to ensure
discoverability between the STAGEPAS Editor and 1K unit.

5. When the Device List screen appears, tap the STAGEPAS 1K unit that you want to control.
The STAGEPAS 1K unit to be controlled is highlighted.

*Switch to offline mode and try out STAGEPAS Editor’s functions and user interface.
Select the STAGEPAS 1K unit to be connected, and start STAGEPAS Editor.

When the connection is established, the STAGEPAS 1K’s [BLUETOOTH/CONTROL MODE] LED is lit, and the
EFFECT/EQ/PAN screen appears.

+ The next time that a previously-connected unit is connected, steps 5-7 are not required.

+ The Device List screen does not show STAGEPAS 1K units that are already connected to another
mobile device.

2.2. Disconnecting STAGEPAS Editor

2.2.1. Disconnecting from the unit

1. Press and hold down the [BLUETOOTH/CONTROL MODE] switch for three seconds or longer.
The [BLUETOOTH/CONTROL MODE] LED will turn off, indicating that the control is disabled.

NOTE

+ The mixer parameters will restore the values set by the control knobs on the unit.

+ Parameters that can be controlled only from STAGEPAS Editor will be initialized to the default
values.

2.2.2. Disconnecting from STAGEPAS Editor

1. Open the Device List screen in STAGEPAS Editor.
The name of the target STAGEPAS unit will be highlighted.

2. Tap “Disconnect.”
The [BLUETOOTH/CONTROL MODE] LED will flash, indicating that STAGEPAS Editor is ready for

connection.
STAGEPAS 1K will maintain the mixer parameter values that were set in the application.

@ Preset
Shows the number and name of the currently recalled preset. When you tap this, the Preset list appears, allowing

you to recall a preset. Double-tap to edit the preset name.

Tap this to access the STORE screen where you can store a preset.

5. EFFECT/EQ/PAN screen

Here you can control the overall signal flow. You can shape the sound of the input sources, and view or edit

various settings.
When you connect to the STAGEPAS 1K, the front panel settings of the STAGEPAS 1K unit are reflected in

STAGEPAS Editor.
When you operate STAGEPAS Editor, the knob positions of the STAGEPAS 1K unit itself do not change, but the

unit will operate with the settings that you specify in STAGEPAS Editor.
When you operate the knobs of the STAGEPAS 1K unit, the settings of the knobs are applied. At this time, the
controllers in STAGEPAS Editor synchronize with the movements of the knobs.

This screen consists of a CHANNEL section and a MASTER section.

5.1. CHANNEL section

(D REVERB LEVEL knob

Indicates and sets the reverb level sent from the channel. Double-tap to return to the default setting.
For this parameter, the white line indicates the value of STAGEPAS Editor, and the position of the knob on the

panel of the STAGEPAS 1K is shown as a dim color. (In the illustration below, it indicates 9 o’clock.)
The numeric value of the send level is shown below the knob.

@ EQ knob

Specifies the EQ value.
From the center (FLAT) position, turn this knob counter-clockwise to cut the low range. Turn the knob clockwise

to boost both low and high ranges.
For this parameter, the white line indicates the value of STAGEPAS Editor, and the position of the knob on the
panel of the STAGEPAS 1K is shown as a dim color.

Default value: FLAT

® PAN bar
Indicates and sets the pan value. This parameter can be set only by using STAGEPAS Editor.

Drag left or right to set the pan. Double-tap to return to the C (center).
The numeric value of the pan setting is shown below the knob.

5.2. MASTER section

MASTER

@ REVERB button
Tap to turn reverb on/off. This is lit when on.

Default value: OFF

NOTE

+ REVERB can also be turned ON/OFF using a foot pedal (FC5).

@ MODE knob

Specifies the mode.
For this parameter, the white line indicates the value of STAGEPAS Editor, and the position of the knob on the
panel of the STAGEPAS 1K is shown as a dim color.

(3 REVERB LEVEL knob

Indicates and sets the reverb level. This parameter can be set only by using STAGEPAS Editor.
The numeric value is shown below the knob.

@ REVERB Type/Time knob

Indicates and sets the reverb type and time.

You can choose HALL, PLATE, ROOM, and ECHO types, and turning the knob toward the right makes the time
longer. The time is adjustable in eight steps.

For this parameter, the white line indicates the value of STAGEPAS Editor, and the position of the knob on the
panel of the STAGEPAS 1K is shown as a dim color.

In this screen you can adjust the levels.
Like the main screen, this screen consists of a CHANNEL section and a MASTER section.

NOTE

+ The faders of STAGEPAS Editor's CHANNEL section control the digital level immediately after the
channel level of the STAGEPAS 1K unit. If either of these levels are lowered, there will be no sound
even if you raise one of the levels.

6.1. CHANNEL section

@ Level meter

Indicates the input signal level in real time.
The level meter shows levels up to -18 dB in green, up to 0 dB in yellow, and in red if the signal is clipping.

@ Fader

Indicates and sets the level.
Drag the fader area that you want to operate to change the value.

Indicates the output signal level in real time in stereo.
The level meter shows levels up to -18 dB in green, up to 0 dB in yellow, and in red if the limiter is applied.

The MUSIC PLAYER/FADER screen consists of the FADER section, the MASTER section and the MUSIC PLAYER

section.

Here you can play back songs from your mobile device via Bluetooth®Audio from the STAGEPAS 1K. However,
you will need to pair with Bluetooth® audio separately from Bluetooth® control. If the device is not paired, or is
not connected with a STAGEPAS 1K that is paired for Bluetooth®Audio, then playback occurs on the mobile
device.

@ CLIP indicator
Lights red () if the signal is clipping due to an excessive input level.

@ Level indicator
Changes color according to the level.

From -60 dB to -18 dB this is lit green (E) and up to 0 dB it is lit yellow ().
This is unlit if there is no input.

® Fader level
Indicates the current fader level.

@ Fader level INC/DEC buttons
Tap the INC(+)/DEC(-) buttons to set the fader level.

Tap to turn reverb on/off. This is lit when on.

@ LIMIT indicator
Lit red when the limiter is applied.

® MASTER level indicator
Changes color according to the level.

From -60 dB to -18 dB this is lit green (E) and up to 0 dB it is lit yellow ().
This is unlit if there is no input.

@ MASTER level position
Indicates the approximate total for the current MASTER level.

® MASTER level INC/DEC buttons

Indicate and set the master level. Tap the INC(+)/DEC(-) buttons to set the level.
The numeric value of the level is shown between the INC(+)/DEC(-) buttons.

7.3. MUSIC PLAYER section

@ Song title

Indicates the title of the currently playing song. If there is no song title, the file name is shown.
The playlist name is shown below the song title. The song (playlist) that previously finished playing is selected
automatically.

@ Song position

Indicates the time being played.
The bar indicates the entire song, and the song position marker progresses toward the right along with the

playback. You can change the song position by dragging the song position marker.
The remaining time in the song is shown at the right edge.

® Song button
Tap to open the SONG screen.

@ Play/Pause button
When stopped (or paused), this shows the Play button. Tap the Play button to play the song.
During playback, this shows the Pause button. Tap the Pause button to pause the song.

If "Cued Mode" is on, you'll pause at the beginning of the next song when song playback ends.
If "Cued Mode" is off, the next song plays.

NOTE

The playback mode can be set in the "Cued Mode” of the SETTINGS screen.

® Back skip button

Tap to jump to the beginning of the previous song.
If you tap this during playback, the playback stops at the beginning of the song if "Cued Mode" is on. If "Cued

Mode" is off, the playback starts from the beginning of the song.
If the song is the first in the playlist, you'll jump to the beginning of that song.

® Skip button

Tap to jump to the beginning of the next song.
If you tap this during playback, the playback stops at the beginning of the song if "Cued Mode" is on. If "Cued

Mode" is off, the playback starts from the beginning of the song.
If the song is the last in the playlist, you'll jump to the beginning of the playlist.

@ Repeat button

Each time you tap this, the setting alternates between Repeat All ON ([&5)) —~ Repeat One Song ON ([@)) —~ Repeat
OFF. This is lit when on.

@ Knob Operation

Specifies how the knobs of STAGEPAS Editor will operate.
Rotary: : Edit the value by dragging in a circle around the shape of the knob. Clockwise increases the value, and

counterclockwise decreases the value.
Linear: Drag upward or right to increase the value, or downward or left to decrease the value.

Default value: Rotary

@ Count Leader
Specifies the time until playback actually starts after you tap the Play button of MUSIC PLAYER.

Use the slider to adjust the setting in one-second steps for a range of 0—10 seconds.
If you specified Count Leader, a circle that makes one rotation in the specified time appears around the Play

button when you tap the Play button.
If you tap the PLAY button again during the count, playback will be canceled.

® Double Tap Operation

Turns double tap operation on/off. If this is on, you can reset a parameter of the EFFECT/EQ/PAN screen to its
default value by double-tapping it.

@ Cued Mode
Specifies the playback mode.

If this is on, playback pauses at the beginning of the next song when a song finishes playing.
If this is off, the next song plays back after a song finishes playing.
